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The State Initiative Program was developed by the AUM School of Accountancy and the State Government Members of the AUM Accounting Advisory Board.   The program development was driven by the installation of the State of Alabama’s new accounting systems and the need for state employees to receive formal education to develop additional accounting knowledge and skills. This State Initiative continues the AUM commitment to facilitate the educational needs of State of Alabama’s employees.
The State Initiative Program consists of five accounting courses as required by the State of Alabama Personnel Classifications of Account Clerk and Accounting Technician.

How state employees should apply to the program:
· Submit the Request form and proof of State Employment (copy of state ID badge) to Angie Corbett, acorbett@aum.edu.
· Apply online for admission to AUM as an unclassified student for the State Employee Accounting Courses (SEAC) status @ https://aum.elluciancrmrecruit.com/admissions/pages/welcome.aspx. Choose “Create an Undergraduate Account”.
· Submit the required transcripts, (whichever is most recent, high school or college) or GED with score sheet, to the AUM Office of Admissions. You must contact your high school or college and request your transcripts be sent to the AUM Office of Admissions. All required documentation must be received before your application can be processed. You will receive an email notifying you of your acceptance, which will include your student ID number (necessary for setting up AUM email and course registration).     
Any questions regarding admissions requirements, admissions acceptance and/or transcripts should be directed to the AUM Office of Admissions at 244-3615.
Tuition Cost and Installment Plan Available for State Employees 
The tuition cost per course for State Employees is currently $549.50. That price is based on half of AUM’s current tuition rate (for a 3 credit hour course) plus two fees. Increases in tuition, if any, occur during fall semesters. Previous tuition increases have only raised the State Initiative tuition by approximately $15. This price does not include the cost of the textbook.
